Yn rhan o’r strategaeth 
cyllideb a gytunwyd (ac a gadarnhawyd hefyd mewn cyfarfodydd Herio 
Gwasanaeth blaenorol) fe gaiff y gorwariant terfynol ei fantoli drwy ddefnyddio 
Cronfa Wrth Gefn Cefnogi Pobl yn 12/13.
